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On Saturday, January 28, 2012 at approximately 8:53 PM, the Sanford Police Department responded to Rogers Supa Dolla 81 Cottage Street Sanford for a report of a robbery. Officers responded to the business and through investigation determined that a male entered the store taking the money from an open safe. The male fled the store on foot with the money and a store clerk gave chase. The clerk confronted the male outside of the store and the male brandished a knife threatening to stab the clerk. The male fled and the clerk returned to the store.
The Sanford Police Department requested assistance from the Wells Police Department K-9 unit. Sergeant Chabot and K-9 Elli responded to the scene and conducted a track. The track resulted in locating the male who was taken into custody by the police without incident. The money stolen from the store was recovered. 
The male was identified as Daryl Blums, age 28 of 54 Thompson Street Sanford. Daryl Blums was arrested and charged with Robbery. 

Daryl Blums was transported to York County Jail and is currently being held on 50,000 dollar cash bail.
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
